VICTORIA - The flood situation in British Columbia has shown some improvement overnight.

FORECAST

A low pressure system moved through the province overnight resulting in 5-10mm of rainfall in
some areas, including the Bulkley Valley.

The north will see light rain today, with 5-10mm expected for the Peace River area. Prince
George may experience thunderstorms with localized showers and hail. Overall the weather will
continue at or below seasonal temperatures and remain relatively dry with scattered showers on
Monday and Tuesday. On Wednesday another cold front is forecast, with the potential for small
accumulations of rainfall.
