FORECAST

Over the past 12 hours, light rain fell across the Interior. The Bulkley Valley received 3 mm of
precipitation, the Shuswap 6-10 mm and the Cariboo up to 18mm. More showers are expected
today with a broad cool trough currently sitting over the province. Thunder showers and rainfall
accumulations of up to 10 mm are possible for the McBride and Revelstoke areas.

As the trough moves east, it will be replaced by a weaker upper ridge bringing a 40 per cent
chance of showers across the province tonight. It will be followed by another weak system
Tuesday and Wednesday, which isn’t expected to produce much precipitation.

Overall temperatures will remain cool, with freezing levels showing a slight increase from 1,700
m to 2,200m.
